Carol loved the simple joys that made life special - playing cards and
bingo, cooking and baking for friends and family, organizing and planning any
event that needed her touch, cleaning with pride, and for 32 years, she
cherished helping her daughter Jill at the Davis County Elementary School,
always saying it gave her purpose and joy. 

 

Carol loved making the holidays special for her family, always planning and
preparing to make them perfect. Her family lovingly called her Christmas Carol
because she made every holiday magical with warmth, joy, and unforgettable
traditions.
